Today’s Speaker
Mr. Montie and his Students

Marshall Academy
Archie Tinelli introduced Mr. Montie, a teacher at
Marshall Academy. Mr Montie then introduced three
students that joined him; Alex (Senior in Engineering
Systems II), Nina (Junior in Engineering 1)
and Monta (Junior in Engineering Physics I).

Mr. Montie teaches five physics courses at Marshall
Academy including Engineering Physics | and Il and
Engineering Systems | and Il. The group brought a
number of samples of the engineering projects that
the students have worked on during the year. There
was a potato launcher; dubbed "The Tater
Grenader" that launches potatoes at a 45 degree
angle. The potato launcher is used to study and
measure acceleration against the pull of gravity of
the earth. There were two rockets that the students
used in the last annual Team America Rocket
Challenge where the team earned a second place
award. The rockets are used to study acceleration,
measure air pressure and air temperature. The
students record the results of the flights in real time
on a laptop computer.

Mr. Montie stated that part of the Team America
Rocket Challenge is for the students to raise $100
each in sponsorship donations.

Mr. Montie also brought a radio controlled airplane
built by the students and a Mind Spring Robot which
the students program to go through a series of
mazes and to perform other tasks for the robotics
portion of the Engineering Systems Il course.

Mr. Montie then showed the Club a large ball that
replicates the size of a satellite that Alex has built a
module for and which will be launched aboard
Space Shuttle STS 122 in April of 2009. The
satellite is designed to study atmospheric drag
coefficient. The module that Alex built makes him
the first member of his class to have hardware
launched into space.

Mr. Montie told the Club that
teaching is his third career. His
first career was that of an Army
Ranger who served in Viet Nam;
he also worked at the Atomic
Energy and Development
Laboratory in the Theatre
Nuclear Missile program; he
taught math at West Point for
three years; then at Dartmouth
College; he was on the Army
staff in the Black Ops program
prior to his retirement from the
Army. Not one to sit around in
retirement, he went into private
industry for 11 years including at
General Dynamics in its
development office, Lockheed
missiles and space program and
then with Lockheed Martin until
he retired in 1999.

Marshall Academy is indeed
fortunate to have such a
knowledgeable and dedicated
teacher in Mr. Montie.

Google Gives Rotary $3.5

Million to Help End Polio.
Rotary International has received a
$3.5 million challenge grant from
the Google Foundation, a nonprofit
managed by Google.org, in support
of Rotary’s top goal to eradicate
polio worldwide. Rotary will raise
funds to match the Google
Foundation grant dollar-for-dollar
over one year. “This grant

comes at a crucial time for the
initiative, as more funds are
needed to reach children in the
most challenging regions of the
world,” says RI President Wilfrid J.
Wilkinson. “We have the technical
tools to beat polio, and we're
almost there.

The grant and matching funds will
directly support polio immunization
activities carried out by the Global
Polio Eradication Initiative (GPEI),
a partnership spearheaded by the
World Health Organization, Rotary
International, UNICEF, and the
U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention.

McLean and Vienna Rotary
Clubs Join with the
Mbabane-Mbuluzi Rotary
Club

In Swaziland to purchase and install six
solar hot water systems for three new
buildings and three existing houses in the
Sandra Lee Care Centre, which cares for
abandoned children.

The center currently cares for 20 children,
most of whom have lost their parents to
HIV/AIDS, and with the building of three
additional houses, will be able to care for
an additional 20 children. The project will
allow the orphanage to provide hot water
for bathing and other needs at a lower
cost, even during times of frequent power
blackouts. The District 7610 Group Study
Exchange Team, led by McLean Rotarian
and Club President-Elect Dr.Lois Wilson,
visited District 9250 in May 2007 and
became aware of the needs of children
orphaned by AIDS/HIV in Swaziland.
Members of the Rotary Clubs of Vienna
and McLean in District 7610 held
fundraising activities to raise funds for the
project and undertook active community
public relations to raise the awareness of
the need for the project. The Rotary Club
of Mbabane-Mbuluzi in Swaziland, District
9250, coordinated with the Care Centers to
assess the need of the children. The
International and Host clubs have
appointed a three member committee in
each club. The total matching

grant is $24,960.
